SUMMARY

The purpose of this program is to provide funding for eligible local and regional
municipal solid waste management projects in support of the goals and objectives
of the adopted Regional Solid Waste Management Plan (RSWMP) for the Rio
Grande Council of Governments (RGCOG) region. The projects must provide a
direct measurable effect on reducing the amount of waste going into Texas land-
fills, by either diverting various materials from the municipal solid waste stream
for beneficial use or by reducing waste generation at the source.

With this
grant, the City has been able to segregate used tires which would have otherwise
been disposed of in deserted areas, to large bins throughout the city, where they
are picked up by a tire disposal service within the City.

About the District

District Mission

The El Paso County 911 District is a government entity created by the voters in 1987. Our core
mission is to establish, maintain, update, and administer the 9-1-1 phone system in El Paso
County. Additionally, the District provides regional computer aided dispatch systems and
notification systems which are used by local fire and law enforcement agencies to initiate and
document their response. The services we provide are a platform for the interoperability of
local public safety entities.

The 9-1-1 system is often the very first responder to any emergency. Our budgetary priorities
and strategic goals are set by our mission of providing emergency call delivery for all of El Paso
County. In 2016, the system received over 718,000 9-1-1 calls, or nearly 2000 9-1-1 calls per
day.

District Funding

9-1-1 service in El Paso County is funded by a 9-1-1 service fee assessed on all local exchange
access lines. The Board of Managers sets the fee level each year as a part of the annual budget.
El Paso 9-1-1 assesses a fee of $1.38 per residential line, $4.46 per business line, and $4.46 per
business trunk up to 100 trunks. The fees are invoiced through customer telephone bills by all
telephone companies and are then transmitted to El Paso 9-1-1 to fund the 9-1-1 system.

Wireless fees are set by the State. They are $.50 per phone line or 2% of any sale of pre-paid
equipment or service. The fees collected are transmitted to the State Comptroller, which then
makes distribution to 9-1-1 entities based on their percentage of the State’s population.

Board of Managers
The El Paso County 911 District is governed by a Board of Managers. The Board is appointed by

local county and municipal entities. Per our governing statute, the Board consists of one
member from the County of El Paso, two from our largest city (the City of El Paso), and one
from our second largest city (the City of Socorro). An at-large member is appointed by the
Board to represent all other entities. The Board sets the direction and the priorities of the
District.

District Programs
In addition to the 911 phone system the District maintains the following programs:

Facilities - The District’s facilities house the 9-1-1 Call Center, the Office of Emergency
Management, The Border RAC, the Emergency Operations Center, and the City of El
Paso’s 311 Call Center. The Joint Operations Intel Center and the Fusion Center will also
be hosted once the redundant site is completed. We also assist in the provisioning our
partner PSAPs throughout the County.

Computer Aided Dispatch system, the CAD, is used by most local law enforcement, fire,
and medical response agencies to initiate calls for service and document activity. A CAD
is the bridge between the call to 911 and the responder arriving to assist with a law
enforcement, fire, or medical issue. El Paso County is unique in that virtually all local
agencies participate in the CAD provided by the District, making our County one of the
most interoperable in the State.

Mobile Public Safety Software — available to local entities to use on their mobile
computers in a secured vehicle. This software brings the CAD call out to the responder
and allows them to access various state and local databases for other information.

I/Informer - An interface to law enforcement databases at both the state and local level.
Law enforcement utilizes the system to access information at their desktops, relieving
their dispatch operations of a significant amount of radio traffic.

Emergency Notification Systems — the District provides a conventional paging system for
local response agencies, and also a software notification system that can target any
communications device.

The District has recently added CMAS notifications to our systems. CMAS fills a gap that
existed in our emergency management notification systems. With CMAS, also known as
WEA (wireless emergency alert), the Emergency Management Office will be able to send
a short message to every cellular phone within El Paso County. Reaching individual cell
phones during a disaster with timely information can be done quickly and effectively,
contributing to a safer community. CMAS can deliver a message to any cell phone
regardless of whether an individual has registered their phone for to receive
notifications.

Medical, Fire, and Police call-management software - which works with the CAD system
and guides the call processing and pre-arrival instructions given by call takers and

3. Certification ard Credentials, The Judge represents that any records or information provided in
connection with her service as a municipal court judge arc true and comect.

If the Judge's license cxpires, is canceled. or is revoked, this
Agreentent is void.
